Electro, pistol pop, breakbeat, acid, rock&roll, jungle, discopunk or whatever the 
name of the genre is, Basserk releases it, but only if it’s great. It’s all about 
energy, power and quality. Styles of music these days are growing more and more 
into each other, crossovers are being made in every way and people are open for 
different styles of music. For example, why are 2manydjs so popular at the moment?

Because they mix all possible styles into 1 great set. People love the combination 
of energy and great music being mixed. You’ll never get bored cause you don’t know 
what’s coming.
